ENGIE BRASIL ENERGIA CONCEDE DIREITO DE EXCLUSIVIDADE
NA NEGOCIACAO PARA A ALIENACAO DE ATIVOS DE GERACAQO
DE ENERGIA TERMELETRICA

A ENGIE BRASIL ENERGIA S.A. (EGIE3), companhia aberta, com sede em Florianépolis,
Santa Catarina, na Rua Paschoal Apédstolo Pitsica, 5064, CNPJ n° 02.474.103/0001-19
(“Companhia” ou “ENGIE”), em cumprimento ao disposto nas Instru¢des CVM n° 358/2002 e
n° 480/2009, comunica a seus investidores e ao mercado em geral que, como resultado dos
estudos e discussdes levantados pelo Grupo de Trabalho formado para avaliar solugbes para
o Complexo Termelétrico Jorge Lacerda (“CTJL” ou “Ativo”) com relacdo a estratégia global
de descarbonizacdo da ENGIE, séo atualmente cogitadas as alternativas de venda do ativo
ou seu descomissionamento de forma faseada. O Grupo de trabalho esta detalhando
simultaneamente as duas alternativas e mobilizando diversos stakeholders com o objetivo de
viabilizar a melhor solugéo para todos os envolvidos.

Tais esforgos possibilitaram a ENGIE avancar em negociagbes com a FRAM Capital
(https://www.framcapital.com/), para quem a Companhia concedeu, com base em proposta
apresentada por ela, o direito de exclusividade por 120 dias para realiza¢éo de due diligence
acerca da alienacdo do CTJL, o qual é localizado em Capivari de Baixo, no Sul de Santa
Catarina, e dispde de capacidade instalada de 857 MW.

Os termos e condi¢des finais da transagédo, caso as negociacfes sejam bem-sucedidas,
estardo ainda sujeitos a aprovacao da administracao e acionistas da Companhia, bem como
a aprovacao das autoridades governamentais aplicaveis. Na hipétese de ndo concretizagédo
de uma operacao de venda, o planejamento do descomissionamento faseado do Ativo — que
continua em execucao - sera implementado.

As alternativas de solugdo expostas neste comunicado estdo alinhadas ao propdsito da
ENGIE de agir para acelerar a transigdo para um mundo neutro em carbono, direcionando as
suas atividades para a geracdo de energia renovavel, gas natural e infraestrutura.

A Companhia manterd seus acionistas, empregados e o mercado informados sobre os
desenvolvimentos relevantes de tais negociagoes.

ENGIE BRASIL ENERGIA AWARDS EXCLUSIVITY RIGHTS IN
NEGOTIATIONS FOR THE SALE OF THERMOELECTRIC ENERGY
GENERATION ASSETS

ENGIE BRASIL ENERGIA S.A. (EGIE3), a publicly listed company with registered offices in
in the city of Floriandpolis in the state of Santa Catarina at Rua Paschoal Apéstolo Pitsica,
5064, enrolled in the tax register (CNPJ) under number 02.474.103/0001-19 (“Company” or
“‘ENGIE”), pursuant to the provision in CVM instructions 358/2002 and 480/2009, announces
to its investors and to the market at large that as a result of the studies and discussions
conducted by the Task Force set up to evaluate solutions for the Jorge Lacerda Thermoelectric
Complex (“CTJL” or “Asset”) in relation to ENGIE’s global strategy of decarbonization,
currently envisage the alternatives of either selling the Asset or its phased decommissioning.
The Task Force is detailing simultaneously the two alternatives and mobilizing several
stakeholders with the aim of reaching the best solution for all concerned.

These discussions have been instrumental in ENGIE progressing in its negotiations with
FRAM Capital (https://www.framcapital.com/), to which the Company, based on the proposal
presented to it, has granted exclusive rights over a period of 120 days to execute due diligence
with respect to the sale of CTJL, which has an installed capacity of 857 MW and is located in
Capivari de Baixo in the south of the state of Santa Catarina.

The final terms and conditions of the transaction, should the negotiations be successful, will
still be subject to the approval of the management and shareholders of the Company as well
as the approval of the appropriate governmental authorities. In the event that the sale is not
concluded, the plan for the phased decommissioning of the asset — which continues in
execution — will be implemented.

The alternatives offered as a solution in this Material Fact are aligned with ENGIE’s proposal
for acting to accelerate the transition to a carbon neutral world with the focus of the Company’s
activities on generation of renewable energy, natural gas and infrastructure.

The Company will maintain its shareholders, employees and the market informed as to any
significant developments in these negotiations.
